I think the time has come when ISPs have to justify why they use this garbage - including the 
cavalier blacklists - but with so many uninformed users being told they are protected - I won't hold 
my breath. 
 

My advice to everyone who wants to receive specific mail: Write to your ISP and ask that they 
"whitelist" The Maverick Spirit. Tell them you like getting it! Another way to help "educate" your
